Coaching Report

As part of the grant aided development of crown green bowling in South Yorkshire, I agreed to run some coach training sessions. Following the interest shown at the ‘Open Days’ held in 2016, I wrote to all clubs, via the County Secretary, asking bowlers to register for training. I was quite surprised when 40 people, from across the county, registered an interest.

Four full-day courses were set up at the beginning of March and 37 of those who had registered then attended. We used the 2017 ‘Open Days’ to continue their training and where possible the ‘on-the-green’ assessment of some. I will be contacting all of these trainees before the start of the 2018 season, to formally welcome those who have completed the training & assessment and to arrange for the others to complete their assessment as early as possible in the season.

Any other bowlers who are interested in attending a training course should send me a completed copy of the attached Registration Form.

We also managed to complete the up-grade training and assessment of Roy Cooke (Barkers Park BC, Rotherham) and Digby Dixon (Nether Edge BC, Sheffield). My congratulations go to both of them on attaining Level 2 of the Coaching Scheme.

Foundation Level Coaches who wish to register an interest in their training and assessment for up-grade to Level 2 should contact me for details.

Robert Mollekin and I are hoping to develop opportunities for South Yorkshire people with disabilities to take up crown green bowling. This project is currently being worked on with Disability Bowls England.

For some time, I have reviewed and researched the restructuring of the British Crown Green Coaching Scheme and presented a new structure to the Coaching Scheme AGM This structure is to be introduced after a meeting in March to finalize details.

I am also working with other bowls codes and coaches to produce new coaching manuals which are easier to read and understand. These will be in a loose-leaf folder, to make it easier and cheaper to up-date sections in the future. 

Thank you to all the Registered Coaches for their continued support and their dedication to helping both new and experienced bowlers to improve their game and to be able to enjoy our sport at whatever level they choose to play. Thank you also to the members who have organized BCGCS Coaching Days at their clubs.
