Proposed Rule Changes and Reasons
Registrations

1. To charge each player the Annual registration fee for every club they bowl for. 

(This would bring our Association in line with British Crown Green Bowling Association where under the new registration scheme you are to do this. Also it will allow players to play in which district they want for the Senior Merit and Handicap provided they register to a club who plays in that district). 
It would mean altering the Bylaw 7e, 7g, 7i

Cup Competitions

2. To Increase club affiliation fee from at present £10 per club to £20 per club. Then allow any club a free entry into any of the Association cup competitions (if eligible)  any club who enter more than one team would pay £10 per each extra team. The club to inform the Association secretary at the start of the season which competition they wish to join.

Any club with less than 15 members would pay a affiliation fee of £10 and would not be expected to join the cup competitions unless they wanted to.

 (This would increase the entry into the Cup Competitions and stop dwindling numbers)

3. To introduce a handicapping system this should therefore give inexperienced players a chance of progressing in competitions.
(This would increase entries into competitions.)

4. Delete Rule 24 of County Cup & Mason Cup Rules and add the Host Club must provide two measurers and the Captains of the two teams competing to officiate at the game except in the case where a referee is provided by the council.

Senior County Merit Competition

5. Any Club who play in the Jackson League will have to enter four players in the Senior County Merit and will be charged for these at the start of the season and would have to be named on the entry sheet before the deadline. Telegraph and Fitzwilliam Leagues three players. Lynch and Naylor Leagues two players and Jant one player. (League Positions to be taken from the previous year's league tables. These will be based on a clubs 'A' Team and the Management committee to decide equilvant qualifications for other district teams, if a club does not play on a Saturday they would have the option weather to send any entries.

Any club can enter more than the minimum requirement if they wish.

All districts to leave the County Merit District date free to allow qualifying rounds to take place.   
(This would increase the entry into the Senior County Merit and also increase our entry into the British Crown Green Senior Merit and also we could carry on with a 32 final).

6. All districts to leave the County Merit District date free to allow qualifying rounds to take place and no competive matches to be allowed on this date.   
(This would hopefully increase the entry into the Senior County Merit)
